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THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

P1. Recalling the Charter of the United Nations, which upholds sovereign equality of all States, the maintenance of international peace and security, and the obligation to resolve disputes through peaceful means,
P2. Recalling the Geneva Conventions of 1949 and their Additional Protocols of 1977, particularly the principles of distinction, proportionality, necessity, and protection of civilians in armed conflict,
P3. Noting with concern the rapid development of Lethal Autonomous Weapons Systems (LAWS) and Artificial Intelligence (AI) enabled military technologies, which is reducing human control over the use of force in warfare,
P4. Acknowledging that AI weapons systems raise unresolved questions of accountability under international criminal law, as regulated by the International Criminal Court (ICC), particularly regarding command responsibility and attribution of war crimes, here today and in the future if left open,
P5. Recognising the role of the ICC in addressing war crimes and crimes against humanity, while noting current limitations in frameworks for prosecuting AI-assisted or AI-executed violations during current conflicts,
P6. Emphasising that gaps in access to military technologies risk creating strategic inequality between technologically advanced and developing states,
P7. Endorsing the need to strengthen the authority and coordination capacity of the United Nations in regulating emerging military technologies,

O1. Calls upon Member States of the United Nations to establish a legally binding international framework on LAWS, which shall:
a. Require meaningful human control over all lethal decision-making processes,
b. Define clear thresholds for autonomy in weapon systems,
c. Mandate transparency in the development and deployment of AI-enabled military technologies,

O2. Encourages the creation of an international mechanism for the equitable sharing and regulation of AI military regulated technologies, in order to:
a. Prevent monopolisation of strategic AI capabilities by a limited number of States,
b. Promote capacity-building and technological access for developing nations,

O3. Requests the strengthening of international legal accountability under ICC framework, including:
a. Clarification of liability of persons deploying LAWS in States,
b. Expansion into AI assisted violations of international humanitarian law, especially misuse by states not following the Geneva Convention 1949,

O4. Urges the establishment of a United Nations supervised body, specialising in oversight of Autonomous Weapons Systems, tasked with:
a. Monitoring global development, and deployment of LAWS,
b. Conducting compliance reviews and ensuring transparent reporting,
c. Advising the General Assembly and Security Council on emerging risks.
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
