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THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

P1. Concerned by the escalating role of armed non-state actors, particularly terrorist organisations, in catalysing conflicts and committing violations of international law
P2. Recognizing the necessity of international cooperation in tackling crimes related to terrorism, whilst striving to strength judicial accountability
P3. Acknowledging the sovereign right and responsibility of Member States to protect their populations and maintain national security consistent with international law


O1. Calls upon Member States to strengthen legal frameworks to investigate and appropriately prosecute individuals belonging to non-state armed groups responsible for terrorism and similarly serious violations of international law, while continuing to ensure the trial process remains fair
O2. Encourages enhanced international cooperation through mutual legal support and capacity-building initiatives that aims to terminate the financing and recruitment operations of terrorist and armed non-state actors
