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THE SECURITY COUNCIL,

P1) Recognizing the growing scale, sophistication, and transnational nature of cyberattacks targeting infrastructure, government institutions, private sector systems and civilian networks,
P2) Alarmed by the potential for malicious cyber activity to disrupt essential services, undermine public trust and escalate geopolitical tensions during both peacetime and conflict,
P3) Reaffirming the importance of international cooperation, information-sharing and adherence to existing norms and frameworks to strengthen collective resilience against cyber threats,

(a) Establishes a cyber command to oversee operations;
(b) Provides investment into technology to protect nations from data attacks,
