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THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

P1. Realising the risks of design flaws and unintended biases in military AI,
P2. Concerned by the limited traceability and explainability of outputs and consequent lack of accountability, 
P3. Referring to the discussions in the second webinar of the 2026 Military AI, Peace & Security (MAPS) Dialogues on 28 May 2026 concerning the need for a ‘lifecycle view’ and an ‘ecosystem of infrastructures’ , 
P4. Recalling the General Assembly’s affirmation that international law is applicable throughout all stages of AI’s lifecycle, as established in resolution 79/239,
P5. Emphasising that effective regulation must be a collective effort between states,

O1. Recommends the establishment of multilateral safeguards regarding the development and deployment of AI in military systems. 
O2. Urges states to ensure all relevant personnel are adequately trained to be able to understand, explain and trace the outputs of the AI systems they interact with.
O3. Encourages cooperation and discussion between the UN General Assembly First Committee and UN Disarmament Commission with relevant external initiatives including the REAIM process and the LAWS GGE in order to establish a comprehensive understanding of the risks posed by the development of military AI and how best to mitigate them.
