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THE SECURITY COUNCIL,

P1) Recognizing the increasing reliance on economic and political sanctions as tools of international diplomacy, and the need to ensure their application remains consistent,
P2) Noting with concern that insufficient monitoring mechanisms may lead to unintended humanitarian consequences, reduced effectiveness, or misuse of sanctions,
P3) Reaffirming the importance of transparency, accountability, and regular assessment in the implementation of sanctions,

(a) Initiates better regulation committees to monitor effects of sanctions and enhance accountability and transparency by publishing reports,
