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THE ECONOMIC AND SOCIAL COUNCIL,

P1. Recognizing the increasing use of social media platforms by extremist groups to spread radical ideologies and recruit vulnerable individuals,
P2. Concerned about the impact of online radicalisation on global peace, security, and social cohesion, particularly among young people,
P3. Emphasising the importance of balancing online safety with the protection of expression, privacy, and human rights,

O1. Encourages Member States to strengthen digital literacy and critical thinking education to aid citizens in identifying and resisting extremist content and misinformation,
O2. Calls upon social media platforms to improve transparency in their content moderation policies and to cooperate with governments and citizens to remove extremist material while respecting human rights,
O3. Recommends increased international cooperation through information sharing, research, and technical assistance to combat online radicalisation across borders.
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
