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P1. .Concerned that Somalia’s healthcare system remains fragile due to limited infrastructure, shortages of medical professionals, and ongoing development challenges,
P2.  Recognising that Somalia and other developing nations are disproportionately affected during global health emergencies due to weak access to vaccines, medicines, and emergency services.
P3.  Acknowledging that international cooperation is essential to support Somalia in improving pandemic preparedness and strengthening national healthcare capacity,

O1. Encourages stronger cooperation between Somalia and international health organisations to improve disease monitoring and emergency response systems,
02.. Calls upon Member States and donors to support Somalia in rebuilding and strengthening healthcare infrastructure, including hospitals and training medical workers,
03.  Requests increased financial and technical assistance from developed countries to Somalia in order to improve access to vaccines, medicines, and emergency medical supplies.
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
