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THE ECONOMIC AND SOCIAL COUNCIL,

P1. Emphasising the necessity of technical sovereignty in ensuring biosecurity is promoted to an optimum degree, necessary for preserving sovereign efficiency and protection,
P2. Having adopted a vigilant and cautious approach to the use of VPN technology which has proven to capitalise on public intrigue and exposure to harmful and extremist content,
P3. Noting with objection the prevalent threat that dominating social media platforms pose to the biosecurity of sovereign states given the growing under-regulation imposed by deceptive platforms,

O1. Recommends the establishment of sovereign frameworks which reinforce the unified principle of preserving state management of social media conduct,
O2. Urges states to reinforce existing surveillance services to shield citizens from radicalized content which harms sovereign security through the use of targeted censorship,
O3. Endorses bilateral negotiation and co-ordination of legislation which prevents harmful content from being activated in line with the UN charter promoting Freedom of Speech within sovereign states.
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
